A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF KING COUNTY FIRE 
PROTECTION DISTRICT NO. 34 OF KING COUNTY, WASHINGTON, PROVIDING 
FOR THE SUBMISSION TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE DISTRICT AT 
THE GENERAL ELECTION TO BE HELD THEREIN ON NOVEMBER 5, 1991, A 
PROPOSITION WHICH WOULD AUTHORIZE REMOVAL OF THE 106% LIMITATIONN 
ON THE REGULAR PROPERTY TAX LEVY PRESCRIBED BY R. C. W. 84 . 55.010 
FOR KING COUNTY FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT NO. 34 FOR THE CALENDAR 
YEAR 1992. 

WHEREAS, King County Fire Protection District No. 34 is 
charged with the responsibility for furnishing fire protection 
service, and emergency medical services to citizens within the

WHEREAS , the District has experienced significant 
growth in population and property improvements over the past few 
years, with a resultant growing demand for f i re prevention and 
suppression services, and emergency services; and 

WHEREAS, it is the judgment of the Board of Commissioners of 
the District that the most effective and efficient means to 
preserve the present level of services for 1992 and the 
subsequent calendar years that the tax levy limitation of R.C.W. 
84.55 . 010 should be removed by a vote of the qualified electors 
of the district to raise additional revenues to provide for the 
increased need for now therefore 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of King Coun t y 
Fire Protection District No. 34 that there shall be submitted to 
the qualified electors of the District for their ratification or 
rejection, at the general election on November 5, 1991 , the 
question of whether or not the limitation on the regular 
property tax levy prescribed by R. C. W. 84 . 55 . 010 should be 
removed for the levy to be made in 1991 for collection in 1992 
and the Director of Records and Elections of King County is 
hereby requested to to place on the November 5 , 1991 general 
election a ballot title substantially as follows:

"PROPOSITION - AUTHORIZING PROPERTY TAX LEVY FOR FIRE AND 
EMERGENCY SERVICES 

Shall King County Fire Protection District No. 34 be 
authorized to levy a regular property tax of One Dollar and 
50/100 ($1.50) per One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) of true 
and fair valuation, to be levied in 1991 for collection in 
1992? 

This shall not be construed to authorize any excess levy and 
shall be subject to otherwise applicable statutory dollar 
rate limitations.
